JESUS + NOTHING = EVERYTHING 

The gospel of Jesus Christ isn't defined by the idea of “do” but   
“done.” 

“And yet because we know that a person is not justified by the 
works of the law but by faith in Jesus Christ, even we ourselves 
have believed in Christ Jesus. This was so that we might be 
justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the law, because 
by the works of the law no human being will be justified. But if we 
ourselves are also found to be “sinners” while seeking to be 
justified by Christ, is Christ then a promoter of sin? Absolutely 
not! If I rebuild those things that I tore down, I show myself to be a 
lawbreaker.”  
Galatians 2:16-18 (CSB) 

Justified = Just as if we’d never sinned. 

1. Our justification is CERTAIN.  

2. Our justification is EXCLUSIVE.  

“For through the law I died to the law, so that I might live for God.” 
Galatians 2:19 (CSB)
