3. GOOD FATHERS LEAVE THEIR CHILDREN AN INHERITANCE. 

“And since you are his child, God has made you his heir.” 
Galatians 4:7 (NLT) 

“The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.” Psalm 23:1 (ESV)  

4. GOOD FATHERS KNOW AND CAN BE KNOWN. 

“Before you Gentiles knew God, you were slaves to so-called 
gods that do not even exist. So now that you know God (or should 
I say, now that God knows you), why do you want to go back 
again and become slaves once more to the weak and useless 
spiritual principles of this world?” Galatians 4:8-9 (NLT)
