I don’t 
know which way they went…’”

3. The STRENGTH of her faith

4. The SAMPLE of her faith 
“But she had taken them up to the roof and hidden 
them under the stalks of flax she had laid out on the 
roof.”

When we heard of it, our hearts melted in fear and 
everyone's courage failed because of you, for the Lord 
your God is God in heaven above and on the earth 
below.” Joshua 2:9-11 (NIV)
